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Introduction

The Downlink Patch Antenna is part of the space craft communication subsystem. It forms an integral part in the communications from the Satellite to the Ground stations.

It is epoxied to the center of the Nadir Panel. The epoxy used is 3-M 2216 B/A Gray.
